DC’s #1 public health threat is the lack of a public hospital.


Fact: Emergency rooms around the city are so overcrowded that ambulances have been turned away from area hospitals.  


Fact: Greater Southeast Hospital which took over DC General’s services, has been known to turn away uninsured patients—even those with gunshot wounds.  


Fact: The eastern half of DC, the area with the greatest incidences of chronic illness and severe injury, has no Level 1 Trauma Unit. 


Fact: The US Deputy Surgeon General agrees that DC needs a public hospital.
